PART I  -  TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF BIDDING
A.  BID OPENING
The Board of County Commissioners will open sealed bids and publicly read them aloud at 9:00 AM on Monday, January 25, 2010, at the Board’s offices in the Douglas County Courthouse, 213 Rainier, Waterville, Washington 98858, for four new 2010 ½ ton extended cab 4WD pickups.  Sealed bids must be received by the Clerk of the Board of County Commissioners at such offices no later than the date and time specified for bid opening.  Bids must be received in a sealed envelope clearly marked SEALED BID FOR ½ Ton PICKUPS, TO BE OPENED 01-25-10 AT 9:00 AM.
B.  BID CONTENTS
The sealed bid must contain all bidding documents, including a signed Part IV - Proposal and Signature and Part III - Specifications which fully and accurately provide all required information.  Under Part III - Specifications bidders not fully meeting specifications must identify and list exceptions.  All exceptions are subject to review, inspection, testing and approval by Douglas County.  Bidders fully meeting all specifications should indicate compliance by marking the spaces provided in Part III - Specifications.

The sealed bid must also contain the following information and materials for the vehicle:

1. Delivery date availability, being the date or time period required after notice of bid award for guaranteed availability of vehicle included in bid.

C.  CLARIFICATION OF BID

A bidder may submit information to clarify the bid previously received by the Clerk.  The information must be received in writing or by facsimile transmission prior to the date and time set for bid opening.  The sole purpose of this provision is to allow clarification of any perceived ambiguity in Part III Specifications of the bid, or to modify responses to specifications in the bid.  NO OTHER CHANGES ARE ALLOWED EXCEPT BY SUBMITTING AN AMENDED SEALED BID PRIOR TO THE DATE AND TIME SET FOR BID OPENING.  Any unsealed clarification information received by the Clerk which discloses price will not be considered by the Board of County Commissioners and shall result in rejection of the entire bid.

D.  BID REVIEW AND EVALUATION
The Board of County Commissioners reserves the right to reject any or all bids, waive informalities, and to contract as the best interests of Douglas County may require.  When evaluating bids, the following criteria, in addition to price, delivery terms, quality of goods, and guaranteed efficiencies, will be considered:

1. The bidder’s experience, technical qualifications and skill;

2. The guaranteed availability of units included in the bid;

3. The bidder’s ability and capacity to fully perform within the time required, taking into account the bidder's existing performance commitments and past performance;

4. The bidder’s qualifications and eligibility to contract under applicable laws and regulations;

5. The bidder’s compliance with the terms and conditions of this request for bids;

6. Any equalizing elements or factors, in addition to price, which would affect the acquisition, maintenance and/or operation costs or benefits to Douglas County;

7. Any additional evaluation criteria or specifications set forth in Part II - General Bid Requirements and Part III - Specifications; and

8. Any other information as may have a bearing on the bid.

F.  CANCELLATION BY COUNTY
In its sole discretion, Douglas County may cancel any bid award upon written notification to the successful bidder within 30 (thirty) days after the date of the bid award, without any cost, expense, penalty or damages payable to the successful bidder.
PART II  -  TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PURCHASE

A.  PAYMENT
Invoicing shall be directed to the Douglas County Sheriff’s Office, 110 N.E. 2nd Street, Suite 200, East Wenatchee, WA  98802.  Payment will be made by Douglas County within 30 (thirty) days after the date of acceptance of the vehicle as conforming to all terms and conditions of the bid award or the date invoicing is received in the office of the Douglas County Sheriff’s Office, whichever is later.

B.  TAXES
The purchase of vehicles and equipment is subject to Washington State sales tax.  Douglas County is exempt from federal excise taxes.

C.  COOPERATIVE PURCHASES
The Washington State Inter-local Cooperative Act 39.34.080 provides a method under which governmental agencies, in addition to Douglas County, may make purchases on this bid award, in accordance with its price, terms and conditions.  A bidder unwilling to extend the bid to additional purchases by Douglas County or other governmental agencies must indicate this unwillingness in the bid.

D.  CONFORMING CONDITION REQUIRED ON DELIVERY
The vehicle shall be subject to inspection upon delivery.  The vehicle shall on delivery:

1. Conform to all requirements of Part II - Terms and Conditions of Purchase and Part III - Specifications;

2. Meet all manufacturer’s standard specifications as new and most current model;

3. Comply with all applicable Washington motor vehicle equipment requirements;

4. Comply with all applicable EPA requirements for emission and noise controls; and

5. Comply with all applicable federal (OSHA) and state (WISHA) occupational safety standards.

The vehicle shall receive full and complete pre-delivery servicing prior to delivery and be in turnkey condition, with all systems and accessories fully operational.  Pre-delivery service work shall be completed locally and not at the factory.
A vehicle evidencing damage during shipment will not be accepted.  It shall be the vendor’s responsibility to remedy or repair any damages, defects or shortages prior to delivery.  If Douglas County, in its sole discretion, accepts delivery of a damaged or defective unit, the vendor shall have the continuing obligation to fully and completely remedy or repair.

E.  DELIVERY TERMS
Vehicle must be delivered within not more than one hundred twenty (120) days after the date the purchase order is issued by Douglas County unless otherwise stated.  

Vehicle shall be delivered to the Douglas County Sheriff’s Office, 110 N.E. 2nd Street, Suite 200, East Wenatchee, WA.  98802.  Any cost for delivery must be specified in the bid documents and said cost would be waived if Douglas County at their sole discretion chooses to accept delivery at the dealership.   

F.  OPERATION AND SERVICE ON-SITE TRAINING
If deemed necessary by Douglas County, the successful bidder shall provide on-site training at Douglas County, Washington, for vehicles/equipment operation and maintenance.  If necessary, on-site training is a condition precedent to acceptance of the vehicle/equipment by Douglas County.

Complete sets of the following manuals and materials shall be furnished for vehicle delivered:

Specifications for ½ ton extended cab 4WD pickup

This information is intended to describe the minimum required specifications for a ½ ton extended cab 4WD pickup.  This call for bids is for four (4) vehicles all identically equipped. 

Basic vehicle description:  New 2010 extended cab, 4WD, ½ ton pickup.  Vehicle must have four independently operating entry doors but a “crew cab” model is not desired.  Vehicle must include all factory standard equipment with at least the following including any of these items that would be considered options.

__ Minimum of 4.6L V8 engine

__ Automatic transmission w/electronically controlled four wheel drive
__ Electronic Cruise Control

__ Automatic limited slip differential 

__ 4 wheel ABS power disc brakes

__ Driver side airbags

__ 6.5’ double wall bed
__ Front tow hooks
__ 40/20/40 front bench seat with center fold down storage in seat back 
__ Air Conditioning
__ AM/FM/CD stereo system

__ Tilt steering wheel with column shifter
__ Power windows, door locks, and power heated outside mirrors

__ Cloth trimmed seats

__ Remote keyless entry with at least two programmed remote fobs

__ Variable intermittent windshield wipers

__ Cold weather package to include heavy duty battery and starter, windshield wiper de-icer
__ Front and rear mudguards installed

__ Fog lamps (*Note – NO DAYTIME RUNNING LIGHTS)
__ 18” styled steel wheels or similar
__ Towing package to include – tow capacity of at least 8,000 lbs, hitch receiver, supplemental
