The State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA), chapter 43.21C RCW, requires all governmental agencies to consider the
environmental impacts of a proposal before making decisions. An environmental impact statement (EIS) must be prepared for all
proposals with probable significant adverse impacts on the quality of the environment.

Northerly Boundary: Immediately adjacent to the northerly boundary are two
single family dwelling units that are accessed from N. Linden Lane. Continuing
northward, the use is single family residential dwelling units on 7,000 square
foot lots.

Northeasterly Boundary: Immediately adjacent to the northeasterly
boundary are single family dwelling units in the Manhattan Square
subdivision.

Easterly Boundary: Immediately adjacent to the easterly boundary is a vacant
lot. Beyond the vacant lot are several single family residential dwelling units



on large lots.

Southerly Boundary: Immediately adjacent to the southerly boundary is
Grant Road right-of-way. On the opposite side of Grant Road is a church.
Beyond the church the use is single family residential dwellings on 7,200
square foot lots.

Southwesterly: Diagonally across the Grant Road and Kentucky intersection
from the subject property are commercial uses such as a corner grocery, a
barber shop, a flooring store, a driver’s education office, a restaurant, and
professional offices.

Westerly Boundary: Immediately adjacent to the property is North Kentucky
Avenue right-of-way. There are single family residential dwellings accessed
from N. Kentucky Avenue across the street from the property on a variety of
lot sizes, but typical size is 13,500 square feet at 70 feet wide by 190 feet
deep.

The Mixed
Use Commercial designation does not provide for commercial uses
that involve production or storage of toxics, hazardous substances, or
uses with high levels of noise.
