Changes to the property would focus on vegetation and habitat 
improvements more so than recreation.    
 
Rural Open Space - Much like the current condition of most of 
the eastside shoreline and loop trial corridor with the potential 
for limited development of passive recreation facilities.    
 
Urban Passive Park - manicured park area lacking ball fields, 
used for passive recreation. May contain some wildlands such 
as critical areas, but they are of a limited scale and have 
minimal ecological value. (Example - 19th Street trailhead in 
East Wenatchee even though it is not classified as a park)    
 
Urban Irrigated Programmed Park - also called active park. 
Think athletic fields, sports courts, playgrounds, etc. Uses are 
specific and highly delineated. Their use is often scheduled and 
managed through a parks program. (Example - Walla Walla 
Point Park in Wenatchee) 
    

 
 
 The study area generally consists of property owned by the 
Washington State Department of Transportation lying between 
15th Street NW and the Odabashian Bridge. The property 
varies in width, but in most areas the property is approximately 
300 feet wide. It sits directly adjacent to the Columbia River.
