Rationale: The provision of sanitary, public sewer 
systems, as opposed to individual, on-site septic 
systems, can greatly reduce the possibilities of 
contaminating critical aquifers and their recharge 
areas. Therefore, the progression of 
development into undeveloped areas should be 
coordinated with and timed such that the 
provision of public, sanitary sewer systems is 
possible. 

The general purposes of this code are to promote All Permit 
the public health, safety, general welfare and Applications 
interest in the Town by: A.) Establishing a 
desirable pattern of land use that reflects the 
needs of the residents of the Town; B.)lnsuring 
the efficient use of public investment in 
community facilities, roads and utilities; 
C.)Providing clear and stable guidelines for public 
and private development; D.)Providing flexible 
means to stimulate creativity while maintaining 
sufficient control to achieve the objectives of the 
Town's comprehensive plan; E.)Establishing 
adequate bUilding setbacks and regulations to 
insure adequate light, air and open space as well 
as preventing the spread of fire; F.)Providing for 
residential, commercial, recreational and 
industrial sites that satisfy the needs of the 
residents of the Town; G.)Preventing and abating 
conditions considered by the Town and its 
residents to be nuisances that degrade the value 
of property and quality of life; H.)Furthering the 
goals and policies of the Town's comprehensive 
plan; I.) Complying with the prOVisions of Chapter 
35.63 RCW and the Growth Management Act, 
both as amended. 

In order to provide for orderly development and to All Permit 
ensure the pUblic, health, safety, and welfare of Applications 
the community, land use activity, buildings or 
structures shall not be erected, moved or utilized 
on any lot, tract or parcel of land except in 
compliance with this Chapter and other applicable 
ordinances and codes.

On-site commercial preparation, Le. road access, 
parking, surface drainage. utilities, water systems 
and sewer systems, should be provided by private 
developers or appropriate public/private 
partnerships. 
Rationale: Developing a piece of property for a 
commercial use, the owner and/or operator of that 
business is directly benefited. There are also 
direct impacts to the existing systems, such as 
the water, sewer, and storm water drainage 
systems, already in place. 

Allocate frequently flooded areas to the uses for 
which they are best suited and discourage 
obstructions to flood-flows and uses which pollute 
or deteriorate natural waters and water courses. 
This includes, but is not limited to, filling, 
dumping, storage of materials, structures, 
buildings, and any other works which, when 
acting alone or in combination with other existing 
or future uses, would cause damaging flood 
heights and velocities by obstructing flows. 

All proposed development prEljects located within 
a Geologic Hazard Area, or which have the 
potential to adversely affect the stability of one of 
these areas, should be required to conduct a 
technical study by a qualified consultant to 
evaluate the actual presence of geologic 
conditions giving rise to the geologic hazard. 

Prevent the development of structures in areas 
unfit for human usage by reason of danger from 
flooding, unsanitary conditions, or other hazards. 

The purpose of the P - Public district is to help 
further the enhancement of eXisting, publicly held 
properties, and to promote privately owned 
properties to develop into community-oriented 
uses, particularly those of a recreational nature. 
Providing adequate land area for needed public 
and recreational land uses is integral in 
maintaining the pattern and ratio of land uses 
within the community. 

The Town will develop regulations and 
procedures to require owners of vacant parcels 
and/or structures within all land use 
classifications to maintain said, parcels in a 
manner which does not promote or create fire 
hazards, and which does not detract from the 
quality of the neighborhood. 

Rationale: Because of the arid climate, vacant 
lots that are overgrown with weeds and brush, 
and buildings that are left in a dangerous state of 
disrepair, cause a significant fire hazard and 
dangerous potential accident situations, and may 
be a detriment to surrounding property values.

By requiring an erosion 
control plan prior to development, the Town will 
have some means to monitor and respond to dust 
complaints during construction, and the applicant 
will be apprised of possible techniques available 
for lessening wind and water erosion problems.

Douglas County Regional Shoreline Master All Permit 
Program: Applications 

A. The purpose of the RSMP is to: 

1. To promote the public health, safety and 
general welfare of the community by providing 
long range, comprehensive policies and effective, 
reasonable regulations for development and use 
of shorelines within Douglas County and it's 
applicable jurisdictions; 

2. To manage shorelines in a positive, effective 
and equitable manner; and 

3. To further assume and carry out the 
responsibilities established by the Act for the 
participating jurisdictions, and to adopt and foster 
the following policy contained in RCW 90.58020 
for shorelines of the State 

B.Applicability of the RSMP: 

The development of a Shoreline Master Program 
is a statewide requirement for all 39 counties and 
over 200 cities that have "shorelines of the state" 
within their jurisdiction boundaries. In Douglas 
County the Columbia River, portions of Banks 
Lake, the Rock Island Ponds, Jamison Lake, and 
numerous lakes within Douglas County are under 
the jurisdiction of the RSMP. The jurisdictions of 
Douglas County, Rock Island, East Wenatchee, 
and Bridgeport are included in the RSMP. 

The RSMP only applies within 200 feet of the 
ordinary high water mark of the water bodies 
identified as shorelines of the state and may also 
include wetlands and f100dways and contiguous 
floodplain areas 200 feet landward of such 
floodways. 

C.Goals, policies, & regulations applicable to all 
jurisdictions 

2.6 Conservation element 
Goals and objectives to conserve and sustain 
shoreline resources and important natural 
features by protection and promoting restoration 
of ecological functions. 

Section 2.8 Flood hazard prevention element 
Prevent and minimize flood damage potential in 
Douglas County and the cities by maintaining the 
requirements of the National Flood Insurance 
Program, ensuring that new development shall 
occur in conformance with applicable flood 
prevention codes and hazard management and 
mitigation plans, assure that flood hazard 
reduction measures do not result in a net loss of 
ecological functions associated with lakes, rivers 
and streams, and encourage bio-stabilization 
methods for erosion damage repair whenever 
possible. 

Section 4.1 Ecological protection and critical areas 
Requires all development to maintain a no net 
loss of ecological function standard and mitigate 
impacts to ensure this standard. This section 
provides a mitigation sequencing process with an 
emphasis on avoiding impacts to critical areas.

A.The purpose of the RSMP is to: 

1. To promote the public health, safety and 
general welfare of the community by providing 
long range, comprehensive policies and effective, 
reasonable regulations for development and use 
of shorelines within Douglas County and it's 
applicable jurisdictions; 

2. To manage shorelines in a positive, effective 
and equitable manner; and 

3. To further assume and carry out the 
responsibilities established by the Act for the 
participating jurisdictions, and to adopt and foster 
the following policy contained in RCW 90.58.020 
for shorelines of the State 

B.Applicability of the RSMP: 

The development of a Shoreline Master Program 
is a statewide requirement for all 39 counties and 
over 200 cities that have "shorelines of the state" 
within their jurisdiction boundaries. In Douglas 
County the Columbia River, portions of Banks 
Lake, the Rock Island Ponds, Jamison Lake, and 
numerous lakes within Douglas County are under 
the jurisdiction of the RSMP. The jurisdictions of 
Douglas County, Rock Island, East Wenatchee, 
and Bridgeport are included in the RSMP. 

The RSMP only applies within 200 feet of the 
ordinary high water mark of the water bodies 
identified as shorelines of the state and may also 
include wetlands and floodways and contiguous 
floodplain areas 200 feet landward of such 
f1oodways. 

C.Goals, policies, & regulations applicable to all 
jurisdictions 

2.6 Conservation element 
Goals and objectives to conserve and sustain 
shoreline resources and important natural 
features by protection and promoting restoration 
of ecological functions. 

Section 2.8 Flood hazard prevention element 
Prevent and minimize flood damage potential in 
Douglas County and the cities by maintaining the 
requirements of the National Flood Insurance 
Program, ensuring that new development shall 
occur in conformance with applicable flood 
prevention codes and hazard management and 
mitigation plans, assure that flood hazard 
reduction measures do not result in a net loss of 
ecological functions associated with lakes, rivers 
and streams, and encourage bio-stabilization 
methods for erosion damage repair whenever 
possible.
